KITCHEN CABINET PROGRAM
Upon Member’s decision to replace and install kitchen cabinets, the Member must choose a reputable supplier and a qualified carpenter who maintains a CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE in an amount no less than one million dollars.

You must provide the office with the following:

· Drawings of the cabinet layout

· Name of the supplier and their quote

· Installer’s name and their quote

· Installer’s CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE

Upon approval, the Cooperative will loan our Member 50% of material and labor costs; but not to exceed $2000.  A check in the amount of the loan will be made payable to the Member and their cabinet supplier.  As an incentive for our Members, the Cooperative provides a $500 rebate check upon completion and Cooperative inspection.
The loan (50% of the material and labor costs, but not to exceed $2000) is interest free and must be paid back to the Cooperative in 24 monthly installments.  The monthly installments must be paid with the Member’s carrying charges.
If the Member should sell their unit before the entire loan amount has been paid to the Cooperative, the existing loan balance must be paid in full prior to closing or paid from the Member’s proceeds from the sale.
